FUNDRAISING UPDATE

We are extremely grateful for the continued efforts of the teams in SA, UK, USA and 

andBeyond , for raising an outstanding $492,858 towards our COVID -19 response initiatives.

We are overwhelmed by the outpouring of support for the 73 communities in which we are active, during 

this time. The below table provides a breakdown of the amounts raised/pledged and the current calculated 

costs of need, by each category and location.The second table indicates the scale of impact that these funds 

have had to date.

COVID -19 Update for South Africa:

South Africa is currently is level 2 of lockdown restrictions, moving to level 1 on the 

20th Oct ðthe lowest level experienced by the country so far. Level 2 has seen the 

re-opening of provincial borders, and the re-opening of almost all businesses and 

tourist sectors. While this is indeed good news, the fact that international borders 

still remain closed means that the vast majority of income available for those working 

in tourism jobs is unavailable. The result is that many communities still require 

intervention and assistance from Africa Foundation, mainly in the form of food 

parcels- possibly for months to come.

COVID -19 Response:

Food Relief

Africa Foundation has been providing rural communities in Mpumalanga and KZN with food parcels to help in 

the COVID-19 crisis. In consultation with local tribal authorities, the neediest households were identified to 

receive food relief in each region. While food parcels are necessary to prevent many households from 

descending into poverty and starvation, Africa Foundation wanted to assist these communities in MPU in a more 

sustainable way, and the first distribution of seeds in food parcels took place on 25th August, in an effort to 

encourage communities to grow their own food in vegetable gardens, with nearly 350 households from 

communities in rural Mpumalanga receiving a batch. 

Clinics

In KZN, gazebos for waiting patients 

have been set up at 5 clinics, and PPE has 

been supplied to another 2 clinics. In 

Mpumalanga, Africa Foundation 

continues to support 8 clinics with PPE 

supplies.

CRAFTERS AND CONTRACTORS PROGRAMME

Crafters Update:

Since the re-opening and re-pivoting strategy 

implemented at KuHumelelaCraft Centre (KCC) 

in early May, the 15 women who work there have 

been producing facemasks, bags, and buffs, almost 

continuously.Since then, another market, Bohlabela 

Craft Centre (BCC) has re-opened and the crafters 

have been trained to makes masks and buffs also. The 

strategy behind training these women to sew 

facemasks was to tap into the new global ðand urgent-

need brought on by the COVID-19 pandemic. In 

SouthAfrica,the wearing offacemasksis now law, and 

many countries over the world are doing the same. 

Both KCC and BCC are working extremely hard to 

meet the demand of orders for masks, bags and buffs, 

and are making more money than before COVID. 

Their story is truly inspirational!

COVID -19 Update for Botswana:

Rural communities such as Gogomoga and 

Tsutsubega, suffer immensely from lack of 

rainfall as they have no other nearby access 

to water.  The advent of COVID has put 

additional importance on the need for these 

communities to access safe eater, as it is 

almost impossible to practise proper hygiene 

measures without water. After completion of 

Phase 1 of the boreholes, Phase 2 of this 

project is now underway, The effects of this 

borehole will not only help to see these 

communities through COVD but will also 

have a significant and log-lasting impact for 

approximate 900 people living here for years 

to come.

Water Relief

Botswana is still in a State of Public Emergency, that will end on the 2nd 

October 2020. While tight regulations have been successful and will likely 

continue to keep the spreadof COVID contained compared to other 

nations, there will also likely continue to be a devastating effect on the 

countryõs economy and tourism industry.

Food Relief

Gogomoga and Tsutsubega. are very small communities, 

consisting of between 300-500 people in each village, and as 

a result, not officially recognisedto benefit from 

Government services and infrastructure. There are no 

schools or shops, and no power supply, and nearby villages 

are an hour and half drive from the road. Prospects for 

employment in the area are non-existent, meaning that 

many of the young adults have left in search of work and 

the communities consist mostly of elderly people and 

children ðthe most vulnerable groups. On the 11th and 12th

of September, Africa Foundation, with the invaluable 

support from the staff at andBeyond Xaranna lodge in the 

Okavango, facilitated the second distribution of over 150 

food parcels to these rural communities in desperate need 

of assistance.

In total 350 food parcels have been donated by Africa Foundation, with most 

recently 170 food parcels distributed to the surrounding communities of the 

Daweb Constituency. We are honouredto have been able to play a role in 

assisting the Daweb Council, in partnership with andBeyond Sossusvlei Lodge, and 

remain in close contact with them regarding ongoing needs.

The ongoing andBeyondled feeding programmein Maltahohecommunity has 

experienced a dramatic increase in the number of children ðand now also elderly 

ðattending in the hopes of receiving a daily hot meal. Africa Foundation is raising 

funds to support this initiative to reach the extra people who need assistance as a 

result of the COVID-19 crisis.

Namibia remains in Stage 3 of the State of Emergency (29th Aug-12th Sep), with a 

nationwide curfew of 20h00-05h00. Travel restrictions are in place for some 

regions, however international borders are open as of September 1st. Serious 

food insecurity is present in rural communities due to wide-spread loss of income.
